WELCOME!  I am so excited to start a new year and to have your student in my class. I am committed to being a part of your students mathematics education by providing support and rich experience that will allow your student to be successful.
Grades will be calculated in the following categories: Participation (including homework) and Assessment

PARTICIPATION:

Success in class is directly affected by student participation. Understanding mathematics requires discussion, reasoning, writing and presentation of concepts by students. We will base participation grades on your student’s contributions. Students are responsible for learning and turning in material whether or not they are in class. Missed opportunities cannot be recreated in the same way and full participation points cannot be earned for absence.
Materials  (needed each day to facilitate full participation)
1.5 inch Notebook Students should keep all class work and assignments in their notebook. Notebooks will be graded for completeness, organization, and neatness. 
Loose-leaf paper to fill notebook.
Calculators will be used! . Students should bring a basic scientific calculator to class each day, be sure to scratch your name on it. A Graphing calculator is not requires but if students can use one at home it can be beneficial. (TI-83+or84+)

Practice
Work is assigned daily to give students a chance to practice and learn. Absent work is due in a timely manner to avoid late penalties. Late work may be accepted with approval of the teacher and should be completed to assist students in preparation for retakes of mastery assessments. If the teacher chooses to accept late work it must be done by the established deadline and will be penalized. NO extra credit.

ASSESSMENT:

Assessments are directly correlated to the state core and department benchmarks. We believe students must be proficient (i.e. Achieve Mastery) in the core concepts in order to be successful in future years. If mastery on these assessments is not achieved the opportunity to reach mastery may be given. Full credit cannot be earned on retakes of mastery assessments. Students should prepare to pass the assessment the first time. Students that do not pass assessments will have an “F”. Students that do not pass must be proactive and seek to learn the concepts and acquire the skills needed in a timely manner. To show they have learned the concept students must retake an alternative form of the failed assessment by the term deadline and then their grade will change. (see your teacher’s retake policy)

CITIZENSHIP:

Citizenship grades will be given according to the school’s citizenship rubric. (Please see back.)

CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR:

The Alpine School District Discipline Policy and school rules will be followed in the classroom. Students are expected to discipline themselves in order to allow everyone a chance to succeed. There will be consequences for students that are unable to follow classroom rules and procedures. 
GRADING:

Please check your students’ grade often on the Internet, through Skyward.
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Students with “F” grades must complete work by the given deadlines to change the “F” to a passing grade. If they allow the “F” to go past the deadline, completion of work must be done with prior teacher approval. The highest grade that can be achieved by choosing to make work up after deadlines is a “D”. The student is responsible to come with a plan of action and be proactive in seeking to qualify for credit. Fourth term assessments deadline is May 24th.
Cheating on a quiz/test/homework or talking during a test/quiz is not tolerated. Cheating/talking will result in a score of zero and a “U” for citizenship.
